Notching & Boring of Rafters/Joists/Studs

IRC R602.6

In exterior walls and bearing walls, any
wood stud may be cut or notched to a
depth not exceeding 25% of its width.

In non-bearing partitions supporting no
loads other than the weight of the
partition, cutting or notching is allowed to
a depth not greater than 40% of the width
of the stud.

A hole not greater than 40% of the width
may be bored into any stud; and no hole
is Io%ated in the same section as a cut or
notch.

Holes up to 60% of the width may be
bored in non-bearing partitions or in any
wall where each bored stud is doubled,
provided not more than two such
successive studs are bored.

In no case may the edge of the bored hole
be Qearer than 5/8" to the edge of the
stud.

Bored holes may not be located in the
same section of stud as a cut or notch.
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
